CRIME STOPPERS BARBADOS 
MEMBERSHIP PROGRAMME

Crime Stoppers Barbados was officially launched in Barbados on February 26th, 2009.

The mandate of the organization is to:

(a) assist law enforcement agencies in deterring and reducing crime and bringing perpetrators to justice by the provision of a confidential and anonymous information gathering service;

(b) establish guidelines for Crime Stoppers programme to assist enforcement agencies in crime detection and reduction; and

(c) fulfill the mandate of Crime Stoppers International in an effort to further the growth and objectives of the Crime Stoppers programme in BARBADOS.

Having achieved substantial success since its inception, the organization is now poised to enter its next phase of development. However to do this would require the expansion of the organization and the development of its membership base and strategic partners. 

With this in mind, a decision has been taken in accordance with the Bye Laws of the organization to embark on an extensive membership programme. The details of which are outlined below:

TERMS OF MEMBERSHIP

(a)
The Board shall constitute a nominations committee in accordance with its By-Law 9.1, which shall, from time to time, receive nominations from Private Sector Organizations and make recommendations to the Board on potential Members based on these nominations. 
(b)
A person may be admitted a Member if such person is a representative of a Private Sector Organisation and to become a Member the Board must ratify such nominee made by the nominations committee and is free to consider any reasonable criteria in determining membership eligibility.

(c)
The Board shall also have the power to appoint as a Member a person not recommended by the nominations committee and/or a person who is not a representative of a Private Sector Organization provided that two (2) directors nominate such person and no other Board members present at the relevant meeting object to such appointment. 

TRANSFERABILITY

Membership is not transferable.  The interest of a representative Private Sector Organization in Crime Stoppers is not transferable to its nominated representative and lapses and ceases to exist upon the dissolution of a Private Sector Organization or otherwise in accordance with the By-laws of the Crime Stoppers.
TERMINATION OF MEMBERSHIP 
A Member shall ipso fact cease to be a Member, as the case may be; 
(a) If being an individual, he shall die or become incapable by reason of mental disorder of managing and administering his property or affairs.

(b) Unless the Board otherwise determines, upon any such Member being charged with committing a criminal offence.

(c) Unless the Board otherwise determines, if the Private Sector Organization which the Member represents ceases to exist or is being wound up.
(d) For non payment of subscriptions.
SUBSCRIPTIONS AND DONATIONS

Financial contributions of members shall be fixed by the Board of Directors from time to time and approved by Crime Stoppers in a General Meeting.  Financial Contributions shall be payable by each representative Private Sector Organization or individual member and shall be accounted for in the audited Annual Accounts of Crime Stoppers. (See Schedule of Fees attached).
Donations may be sought from governmental agencies corporations and other foundations to finance the day-to-day operations of Crime Stoppers.  Donations received in the financial year shall be accounted for in the audited Annual Accounts of Crime Stoppers. 

MEETING OF MEMBERS
There shall be an Annual Meeting on such day in every year, as the Board of Directors may from time to time determine for the purpose of:
(a) Receiving the report of the Board of Directors;

(b) Receiving the statement of accounts;

(c) Declaring the election of persons to fill any vacancies on the Board of Directors;

(d) Appointing auditors and fixing their remuneration;

COMMITTEES

Standing Committees

There shall be standing committees to deal with the following subjects:


(a)
Fundraising;


(b)
Publicity and Public Awareness;


(c)
Rewards; and


(d)
Nominations.

The composition, conduct and duties of the Standing Committees shall be as the Board thinks fit.

Additional Committees

The Board may create any additional committees or special committees as required and subject to such rules as the Board thinks fit.

(c) “Tailor made” or “specialized” programmes to address criminal activity at Member organizations.

(e) Eligibility to serve on the Board of Crime Stoppers.

(f) Eligibility to sit on Crime Stoppers Committees.
